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Teaching here in Nzaikoni has been an unforgettable experience. I had the opportunity to teach First-Aid. Teaching life skills like CPR and AR brings me gratification knowing that the people I taught could save a family or friend or family member’s life. At first I taught Math to the youth herein Nzaikoni, but it turned out that they were much more advanced in that subject that I was and I didn’t have the appropriate materials to further their knowledge. I think that God has set it up this way. I hope that no one I have ever taught has to go through the experience of performing CPR on someone, but maybe God knows that they will need.


Regardless of the reason, I am very satisfied knowing that I taught people on the other side of the world skills they could use one day to save someone’s life. All of this I thank God for; He gave me the opportunity to do all these things.
